API PUBLICATION POLICIES AND ONLINE AVAILABILITY
1.  All official API publications and their associated errata sheets will be issued to you on Training Day 0.  The API curriculum is based off of the publications you are issued.  You are responsible for applying the changes listed on the errata sheets to the appropriate course books.
2.  One copy of each book will be issued on TD-0 along with one chart to be used during Navigation class.  These are your books to keep.  Feel free to take notes or highlight in the books accordingly.  You will be held accountable for your publications and will not be issued replacements without first contacting your assigned class officer or the API Publications Officer.

3.  Electronic copies of the API publications are available on the internet for download or viewing under the Academic Subjects section of the API webpage.  The publications are available on both military and non-military computers and are located at the following address:

4.  The online publications are to be used as study guides prior to the beginning of your API class.
