Congratulations on your selection to attend flight training at Naval Air Station Pensacola (NASP) or NAS Whiting Field.  The following information package is provided to assist you in your transition.

NASC trains both Air Force pilots and navigators and is the first stop for both in the training pipeline.  Permanent change of station (PCS) orders for pilots reflects they will report to Whiting Field.  While this is true, all pilots report first to NASC for API.  Upon API graduation, pilots proceed to Whiting Field, for a minimum of six months training.  Air Force navigators will remain at NASP for the duration of their training in the Pensacola area, approximately one year.

DIRECTIONS

REPORTING INSTRUCTIONS

Arrival

Upon arrival you should report to NASC (Bldg 633) in your blues and check-in at the Quarterdeck (open 24-hours daily, 365 days/yr).  Inform the Quarterdeck personnel that you are reporting for API and ensure the officer of the watch stamps your PCS orders indicating the date and time of your arrival at the Quarterdeck.  You will then need to attend the mandatory NASC Air Force check-in brief on the first Monday or Thursday after your arrival, Bldg 633, Room 129 at 0730.  Note:  Personnel who do not check-in upon arrival will be charged leave.  All personnel are required to be present for duty/checked-in either on or before their report-not-later-than-date (RNLTD).

Documents

All personnel reporting to NASC for flight training are required to bring the following documents to the NASC Air Force check-in brief:

- Most Recent Flight Physical (to include any waivers)

- Medical Flight Screening (Pilots only)

- Medical Records

- Dental Records

- Unit Personnel Record Group (UPRG) (if you have one)

- Previous Flight Record (if you have one)

- Military Pay Record (if you have one)

- PCS Orders (stamped by quarterdeck) and any Amendments 

- Latest AF Fitness Test Results

TEMPORARY LODGING

PERMANENT LODGING

Permissive temporary duty (PTDY) for house hunting at the gaining location, NASP, is not authorized.  However, such authorization prior to your PCS to NASP is at the discretion of your losing commander.  Regardless, you will have ample time to locate housing.  As previously stated, all personnel must check-in with the HWC prior to purchasing or renting off-base housing.  The NASP HWC website is http://www.naspensacola.navy.mil/housing.htm and you may contact them at (850) 452-4412.  The Whiting Field HWC website is https://wwwcfs.cnet.navy.mil/naswf/housing.cfm and you may contact them at (850) 623-7295.   

Contact the Pensacola area’s Air Force Finance Office (325th FW/DET 1) located at Corry Field at (850) 452-6907 or DSN 922-6907 regarding financial entitlements for temporary and permanent housing.  Your Basic Allowance for Housing (BAH) can be determined at the following site using the 32507, or other Pensacola, Zip Code: https://secureapp2.hqda.pentagon.mil/perdiem/bah.html  

Single and Geographical Bachelors (married but not accompanied by spouse) are authorized to live off-base or on-base at the BOQ on a temporary or permanent basis, if available.  

Married Personnel are authorized to move their dependents to Pensacola at government expense (PCS) and are authorized to live either on-base, if available, or off-base.

As a reminder:

Pilots will be at NASP for a minimum of eight weeks + any time spent waiting to start class.  Whiting Field, about one hour NE of Pensacola, is where pilots spend the majority of their time, a minimum of 6 months.

Navigators: NASP is the sole location for Strike/Fighter navigators. Expect to remain at the installation for approximately one year.

Note:  When week 1 appointments are complete, students follow the week 2 schedule until commencement of Introductory Flight Training (IFT)/Navigator IFT or API.  Although AFPC provides students with a tentative class start date, students actually begin API based on their arrival at NASC—first in, first-to-class.

Uniforms 

The uniform of the day is blues.  Flight suits will be issued during the 4th week of training.  Other uniforms you should have on-hand include, service dress and battle dress uniform (BDU).  The NASP Navy Exchange (NEX) has an extremely limited amount of Air Force uniform items.  The closest Air Force military clothing sales store is on Hurlburt Field, approximately one hour east of NASP.

PT Uniforms 

You will need gym/running shoes, and an API T-shirt, which you may purchase for $9 at the NASP NEX.  PT shorts will be dark blue.  When sweats are worn the pants will be dark blue and the shirt will be gray.  Swimsuits must be conservative.

&

NAVIGATOR INTRODUCTORY FLT TNG (NIFT)
IFT is a prerequisite program for pilots.  IFT introduces Specialized Undergraduate Pilot Training (SUPT) candidates to the basics of aviation and navigation before they begin the SUPT program.
NIFT is a prerequisite program for navigators.  NIFT introduces Specialized Undergraduate Navigator Training (SUNT) candidates to the basics of aviation and navigation before SUNT commencement.

Personnel with a private pilot’s license (PPL) have fulfilled the purpose of IFT/NIFT and will not participate in the program.

During your NASC Air Force check-in brief, you will receive an IFT/NIFT brief explaining the details of this program and what’s required of you. AVIATION PREFLIGHT

INDOCTRINATION (API)
API Course Information

API is a course under the NASC Aviation Training School (ATS) Department, consisting of ground school prior to the various subsequent Navy flight school programs.  For more information about ATS you may visit:  https://www.cnet.navy.mil/nascweb/ats.htm
API consists of four weeks of academics (aerodynamics, weather, navigation, engines, flight rules & regulations) and water survival. Do not attempt to study for this course in advance.  What you learn from other sources may not match what you will be taught in API.

While attending API, you will be required to complete the Navy PRT and other physically demanding requirements.  Therefore, you should maintain a high level of physical readiness prior to your arrival.  Personnel who are on a medical profile WILL NOT be able to start class and must contact the AF Liaison, (850) 452-3136, prior to departure from their losing location. Upon API graduation, Pilots will transfer to Whiting Field and Navigators will remain on NASP, reporting to TRAWING-6 located on Sherman Field (the NASP flight line area).

NAVY TERMINOLOGY

 - A/B/C Pool
  -- A Pool – Students awaiting API training

  -- B Pool – Students in API training

  -- C Pool – Students who have completed API training

- Aft – Facing the rear or stern of a ship or boat

- Attention on Deck – AF’s equivalent to calling the room to attention

- Bulkhead – Wall 

- BZ – Bravo Zulu (a job well done!)

- Chit – Form of written correspondence documenting a request, voucher or message

- Colors – The national ensign (U.S. flag), or the ceremony of raising or lowering the ensign

- Cover – Hat 

- Deck – Floor

- Geedunk – Vending machines/snack Bar

- Head – Bathroom

- Irish Pennant – An unsecured/dangling thread on clothing 

- Ladder – Stairs 

- Mess – A meal, place where meals are eaten or a group who takes meals together (officer’s

   mess)

- Muster – Roll call

- Passageway – Hallway

- Pink Sheet – Report sheet that records failure of an event or standards/expectations

- Port – To the left of the centerline when facing forward; left

- Quarterdeck – Organizational focal point for checking in and out of the command.  Students

   are also required to physically check in and out for leave at the quarterdeck

- Secure – To make fast; with regard to space, seal and lock; with regard to personnel, to cease

   their duties; free for liberty

- Space – A room or compartment; an open area 

- Starboard – To the right of the centerline when facing forward; right

- Watch – A particular duty
