(On Slide #1)


A. GAIN ATTENTION:  How many of you have been involved in an automobile accident?


Even the best driver can make a mistake.  Or, conditions and circumstances may bring about an accident through no fault of your own.  Therefore, it’s important to know what you should do if you are involved in an automobile accident. 

B. OVERVIEW:  The purpose of this lesson is to give each midshipman a thorough understanding of what they should do if they’re involved in an automobile accident.

A. You should follow these procedures if you are involved in an automobile accident:

1. Be as calm and courteous as possible.  Avoid the impulse to argue with the other driver.  

2.  
Move your automobile off the road, if possible.  Turn on emergency flashers and set out flares, if available, to warn oncoming motorists.  Then, call 911 if anyone is hurt or needs medical attention.

3.  
Get the facts.  Exchange names, addresses, driver license numbers, and insurance information with the other driver(s).

4.  
Record.  Make note of license plate numbers, descriptions of other vehicles, damage to other vehicles, directions of the other vehicles involved in the accident, the location of the accident, and the names and address of any witnesses to the accident.

5.  
Report the accident. If the police are unable to come to the scene, go directly to the nearest station to report the accident.

6.  
Contact your insurance carrier to file your claim.

Answer:  Names, addresses, driver license numbers, and insurance information.
